No littering, if you bring/use it, dispose of it
No trespassing on private property (unless pre approved) and stay on the designated trail
No Dogs running loose

11) If your horse tends to kick tie a red ribbon on it’s tail
12) Bring your own bucket to water horse
13) Leave all livestock alone in the pastures
